We invite all licensed amateurs to check into this net to share ideas, ask question, and list any items they are looking for, or have for sale. We invite all licensed amateur radio operators to check into this net.   If you have never checked into this net before, there will be an opportunity for you to do so at the end of roll call.  

This net is held each Tuesday evening on the 146.720 BARC repeater and linked systems.  If you are interested in amateur radio in cache valley you can find information online at www.barconline.org.

Release transmit button and  pause. Wait a moment for the tones.

The series of three tones you just heard indicates that a net or an emergency situation is in progress. Should you hear these tones, please stay on frequency and check in with net control. If you hear no traffic within a couple of minutes, call for the net control operator on this frequency or the 146.640 repeater.

Is there any emergency traffic at this time?

Release transmit button and pause longer.

We will start this net by calling those on the current net roster. If you have any traffic or announcements, please indicate  this when you check in.  This is net control station _______.

Call roll from the current net roster.

We are now accepting new-check ins.  Please state your callsign phonetically, and your first name one at a time and I  will acknowledge you. All new stations are invited to check in at this time. This is net control station _______.

Handle new check ins one at a time. When the flow of new check ins seems to have stopped, continue.

Are there any other new check-ins?

Release transmit button and pause.

We will now handle traffic and announcements. This is net control station ________.

Call those who have checked in with traffic or announcements.

Are there any questions about tonight's traffic or announcements?

Release the transmit button and pause.

Are there any late, missed or new check ins?

Release the transmit button and pause.

This is net control station _________ turning the net over to _________ for tonight's training topic.

Wait for the presenter to turn the net back over to you.

Are there any questions about tonight's training topic?

Release the transmit button and pause.

We will take one final call for late, missed and new callsigns, please come one at a time. This is net control station ______.

That concludes tonights net, this is net control station _____________ closing the net.  Thank you everyone for joining us.

Good job! Take a breath and relax. Remember to turn in the net roll sheet to the current net coordinator.

Tips:

Identifying (ID) your station is a balancing game. You must meet the FCC minimum of once every 10 minutes and at the end of your transmission (conversation). At the other extreme, it is inefficient to be saying your call sign every time before you let off of your transmit button. To be safe, ID before doing something that may take a while, like calling roll, passing traffic, or presenting the training topic.

Dead air is another balancing game. If you speak too soon after pressing your transmit button, the first of your transmission may be cut off. The repeater and receiver systems take a moment to key up, especially for people using hand held transceivers with battery save modes. Wait a few seconds after pressing the transmit button to speak. 

When waiting for a response to a general call (such as late, missed or new check ins) remember that people may also be waiting a few seconds before they speak and they may be waiting a few seconds to see if someone else is going to speak first. When calling someone specifically, like in roll call, a few seconds is generally long enough.

Finally, relax and have fun. It can be a little nerve-wracking to call the net but we're a friendly group. Most of the people listening have not done a net recently. Even the pros in the group make mistakes.
